fertilizer for best results. Keep water off leaves and flowers.

Growth: Plants can grow 3 to 4 ft tall.

Hardiness: 9-11, annual, houseplant.

Foliage: Small leaves.

Flower: Sweet banana peppers are sweet, long, tapered, yel-
