Keep soil moist watering under leaves and flowers for best
results.

Growth: Grows 16” tall, and 20” wide.

Hardiness: Zone 5-9 perennial.

Foliage: Deciduous. Lovely green leaves.

Flower: Light pink with stunning yellow stamens, the blooms
seem to call your attention as you walk by. The delightfully dou-
ble, 2-inch flowers appear in mid-summer and continue on into
fall.
