Growth: Moderate grower to 16”- 18” tall, 14-16” wide, Cut back
often for fullness.

e Hardiness: Zone 3-8, Perennial.
e Foliage: Deciduous. Attractive green and red leaves.
e Flower: Have rosy-pink flowers with white stamens that look like

whiskers. The rose-pink flowers flutter in the breeze at the end of
wiry stems with narrow leaves climbing to the top.
