
Abutilon  ‘Lucky Lantern Red’ 
• Use: This fast little grower is beloved for their dainty bell-

shaped flowers. Great in pots. Blooms are extra long lasting and 
face outward in full sun. Bushy, multi-branched foliage produce 
dozens of these large colorful flowers on dwarf, 14-16 inch com-
pact plants.  

• Exposure/Soil: Prefers part sun to shade. Water regularly, when 
top 3 in. of soil is dry to start. Take care to keep soil moist. Hard 
to keep watered in full sun, but it is possible. 

• Growth: Moderate-growing to 1-2 ft. high, 1-2 ft. wide. 

• Hardiness: 7b-11 Perennial, Houseplant, Must mulch around the 
plant. 

• Foliage: Deciduous; Small leaves resemble that of a maple tree 
are creamy variegated. 

• Flower:  Small bell shaped red blossoms drive the humming-
birds crazy all summer. Will bloom year-round inside if kept as a 
houseplant.
