POCO™ Daybreak Hot Poker

Kniphofia h. POCO™ ‘Daybreak’

Use: Also known as Torch Lily Features tidy clumping of grassy,
green foliage from which bright, long blooming flower spikes arise.
This one is especially attractive to hummingbirds and doesn't ap-
peal to deer. Makes a great cut flower, patio container or land-
scape plant. Long tap root gives good drought tolerance. A com-
pact form is great for the front of the border, containers, or in the
small garden.

Exposure/Soil: Plant in full sun to partial sun. Use slow release or
water soluble fertilizer. Allow soil to dry slightly between waterings.
Drought tolerant once established

Growth: Fast growing evergreen foliage 14-20” tall and wide, flow-
er spikes 20” tall.

Hardiness: Zone 6-9; Perennial. Very heat and drought tolerant!
Foliage: Semi-evergreen; Long grass-like leaves.

Flower: Flowers all summer long with spikes of butterscotch yel-
low, coral orange and red, constantly changing, like a sunrise.
Hummers love it!
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
