
Ligularia japonica ‘Tractor Seat’ 

• Use: A very large Ligularia perfect for making a dramatic state-
ment in the shade garden. Deep green leaves are massive 
reaching 16" across at maturity. A serrated margin surrounds 
each dissected leaf for a standout foliage presence. Golden 
yellow flowers have long petals. Best performance in morning 
sun or filtered shade; flowering will be diminished in deep 
shade.  

• Exposure/Soil: Prefers part shade in the South with some af-
ternoon shade in the hottest months. Tolerant of wet soil and 
bogs. Also for use in rain gardens. 

• Growth: Moderate growing; reaches 3.5 ft. tall, 4.5 ft. wide.  

• Hardiness: Zone 4-9; Perennial. Mulch around the plant in  
winter. 

• Foliage: Deciduous. Broad, glossy, deep chocolate purple 
leaves.   

• Flower: Large, golden yellow, daisy-like flowers in summer.  
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
