
Myosotis sylvestris 
• Use:  This cheery little flower is a staple for shade gardens. 

Very easy to grow and will reward you for years to come 
with many flowers. Requires afternoon shade in warmer cli-
mates Grow in woodland gardens, native plant gardens, or 
naturalized areas.  

• Exposure/Soil: Plants are happy in any shady area that 
stays relatively moist, but well-drained. Use a slow release 
fertilizer.  

• Growth: Grows 6-10” tall and 1 to 3’ wide. 

• Hardiness: 3-8; Perennial; Often will self-seed and appear 
around the garden in other places.   

• Foliage: Semi-evergreen. Small green leaves. 
• Flower:  Tiny blue flowers from spring to summer.  May 

self-seed.
