
Penstemon hybrida ‘Amethyst Quartz’ 

• Use:  Vigorous and upright, the refreshing emerald-green, 
branching foliage is a harmonious backdrop to the elegant 
flowers. Beardtongue is a North American native plant that pro-
duces charming colorful tubular flowers that attract butterflies, 
hummingbirds, and bees.   

• Exposure/Soil: Prefers full sun or at least 5-6 hours of after-
noon sun. Water regularly, when top 3 in. of soil is dry.  
Drought tolerant once established. This is a vigorous grower 
that performs best in moderately fertile/well-drained, but toler-
ates poor soils.  

• Growth: Grows quickly to 1.5-2’ tall and plant them 2’ apart.  

• Hardiness: Zone 6a-9 Perennial  

• Foliage: Deciduous. Thin dark green threadlike leaves. 

• Flower: Flared trumpets of soft lavender don purple-striped, 
white throats and herald their presence on jam-packed spikes.   
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
