
Sedum ‘Sunsparkler’ Cherry Tart’ 
• Use: A new, very hardy succulent ground cover, with fantastic 
lime- green leaves edged in bright cherry-red. In late summer, 
soft pink flower clusters dance just above a dense colorful mat of 
disease-free foliage. This colorful, drought resistant work-horse is 
a perfect choice for mixed containers and mass plantings. Does 
well in large rock gardens where the plants can be given room to 
spread. Best with occasional to no foot traffic. Drought tolerant.  

• Exposure/Soil: Plant in full sun, but will tolerate some shade. 
Prefers well-drained soil, but It will tolerate most soil types and is 
drought resistant.  

• Growth: Grows 4”  tall and 18”  wide  
• Hardiness: Zone 3-8; Perennial 
• Foliage: Deciduous. Succulent green apple leaves are edged 
in cherry red. 

• Flower:  Hot pink flowers in late summer to fall.
