
Sedum ‘Class Act’ 

• Use: What's classier than winning a Royal Horticultural Society 
Award of Garden Merit? Not much! This plant did exactly that 
against more that 50 others by impressing the judges with 
its compact, upright habit and full heads of the most stunning rose-
pink flowers. A winner in the garden and in the beds! Excellent in 
the landscape, rock garden and container plantings; makes a great 
groundcover. Prefers dry, well-drained soil in full sun. Deer re-
sistant, drought tolerant, and attracts butterflies!  

• Exposure/Soil: Plant in full sun. Prefers well-drained soil, but It will 
tolerate most soil types and is drought resistant.  

• Growth: Grows 16-18” tall and 14” wide. 

• Hardiness: Zone 4-9; Perennial 

• Foliage: Deciduous. Dusty green foliage. 

• Flower: Vibrant, candy pink flowers in late fall are a favorite of polli-
nators. It does not flare out during flowering. Can also be sued as a 
cut flower.
