¶ Use: The newest color to join the award-winning series. 

¶ Many superlative qualities set the ChiffonÈ series of rose of Sharon 
apart from the rest: graceful, rounded habit. More flowers, for a longer 
time, and with better coverage of the plant. Powderpuff flowers that 
face outward like beaming, smiling faces. And now, richly colored Ma-
genta Chiffon joins Lavender, Blue, White, and Pink for a full comple-
ment of effortless summer beauty.

¶ Exposure/Soil: Grow in full sun in ordinary soil. To increase bloom 
and to shape, prune to 2 buds per branch when dormant. Prefers to be 
watered under the leaves. 

¶ Growth: Grows 8-12ô tall and 6-10ô wide. 

¶ Hardiness: Zone 5a-9 Shrub/ Small Tree. Very heat tolerant!  

¶ Foliage: Deciduous; Medium green maple-like leaves. 

¶ Flower: Wonderful fully double, reddish pink flowers, each packed with 
lots of slightly ruffled petals in summer to fall.
